PRELACY LENTEN PROGRAM BEGAN ON WEDNESDAY, FEBRUARY 13 
 
The first of a six-part Prelacy Lenten program took place at  St.  Illuminator’s  Cathedral  in  New  York  City,  under  the  
auspices of His Eminence Archbishop Oshagan. The Program began with a Vespers service, instead of the traditional 
Husgum service, to mark the feast of the Presentation of the Lord to the Temple (Dyanrnuntarach). 
Declared  as  “The  Year  of  the  Armenian  Mother”  by  His  Holiness  Aram  I,  Catholicos of Cilicia, this year the Lenten 
Lecture Series will focus on this theme, viewing it from various perspectives. 
The first lecture focused on Mary, Mother-of-God, in the Armenian Church, delivered by His Grace Bishop Anoushavan, 
Vicar General. His Grace presented a comprehensive picture of St. Mary in various aspects of the life of the Armenian 
Church—in the Gospels from her annunciation to the death and resurrection of Jesus Christ, in the Marian Feasts, in the 
hymns (sharagans) dedicated to her, in the liturgical prayers and services, and not least in the church iconography. 
After the lecture, Archbishop Oshagan spoke about the importance of maintaining strong Christian family values and in 
this regard,  he  said,  mothers  have  a  pivotal  role  because  “mothers  are  the  backbone  of  the  family.”  Srpazan  Hayr  
highlighted two essential Christian virtues that Mary epitomized: Humility and obedience to the will of God. He said we 
all need to learn and emulate these two virtues as we journey towards the feast of the resurrection of our Lord.  
The evening program concluded with a table fellowship.  
Next Wednesday, the speaker will be Fr. Nareg Terterian, pastor of St. Sarkis Church (Douglaston, New York) and his 
topic will  be  “Mothers  as  primary  caregivers  of  their  children.” 
The  Lenten  program  is  sponsored  by  the  Prelacy’s  Armenian  Religious  Education  Council  (AREC),  the  Prelacy  Ladies

SUNDAY OF THE EXPULSION 

 

 

As of Monday we entered the period of Great Lent (Medz Bahk) and the Church has taken on a somber, mournful and 
penitential manifestation. Beginning last Sunday (Poon Paregentan) the altar is closed with a dark curtain, symbolic of 
the expulsion of Adam and Eve from the Garden of Eden. Holy Communion is not offered during the Liturgy. It is a 
period of repentance and reflection on our spiritual journey toward Easter.  
       Each of the Sundays during Lent has a theme. This Sunday, February 17, is the Sunday of the Expulsion (Artaksman 
Kiraki).  The  message  is  a  continuation  of  last  Sunday’s  Paregentan  theme,  namely,  Adam  and  Eve’s  fall  and  banishment  
from  Paradise  because  of  their  disobedience.  “Of  the  fruit  of  the  tree  of  knowledge  of  good  and  evil  you  shall  not  eat,  for  
in  the  day  that  you  eat  of  it  you  shall  die,”  (Genesis  2:17).  With  Adam  and  Eve’s  expulsion  from  Paradise,  humankind 
was thus condemned to experience death, pain, and sorrow. The hymns sung on the first two Sundays of Lent remind us 
of the expulsion, and give sinners the good tidings that they may render themselves worthy through repentance.  
       “O  Lord,  you  first gave the holy observance of the law in paradise. But the first creatures disobeyed you by eating the 
forbidden fruit and thus tasted the bitterness of sin and death. Therefore, enable us to taste the sweetness of your 
commandments.” 
(From the hymn sung on the Sunday of the Expulsion)  
  

THE SUNRISE (AREVAKAL) SERVICE 
 

       During Lent the Armenian Sunrise Service (Arevakal) takes a prominent place. Traditionally, this service takes place 
on Wednesday and Friday mornings during Lent. Here in the United States and elsewhere, it is performed on Sundays 
immediately after the closed-altar Liturgy.  
       Although the Church takes on a mournful appearance during Lent, the Sunrise Service is joyous with its main theme 
being  “light,”  which  is  Christ  our Lord. The word light (looys) appears more than any other word throughout the service, 
whereas  the  word  “darkness”  (khavar) is used just once. The upbeat music of the hymns and the positive lyrics make this 
one of the most pleasant and uplifting services in  the  Armenian  Church.  Sung  properly,  it  inspires  you  to  “sing  with  joy  
unto  the  Lord….”

THE SUNDAY OF EXPULSION 

 
THE GOSPEL ACCORDING TO MATTHEW (5:17-48) 

 

 “Do  not  think  that  I  have come to abolish the law or the prophets. I have come not to abolish but to fulfill.  For truly I tell 
you, until heaven and earth pass away, not one letter, not one stroke of a letter, will pass from the law until all is 
accomplished.  Therefore, whoever breaks one of the least of these commandments , and teaches others to do the same, will 
be called least in the kingdom of heaven; but whoever does them and teaches them will be called great in the kingdom of 
heaven.  For I tell you, unless your righteousness exceeds that of the scribes and Pharisees, you will never enter the kingdom 
of heaven. 

You  have  heard  that  it  was  said  to  those  of  ancient  times,  ‘You  shell  not  murder;;  and  whoever  murders  shall be liable to 
judgment.’    But  I  say  to  you  that  if  you  are  angry  with  a  brother  or  sister,  you  will  be  liable  to  judgment;;  and  if  you  insult the 
brother or sister, you will be liable to  the  council;;  and  if  you  say,  ‘You  fool,’ you will be liable to the hell of fire.  So when 
you are offering your gift at the altar, if you remember that your brother or sister has something against you, leave your gift 
there before the altar and go; first be reconciled to your brother or sister, and then come and offer your gift.  Come to terms 
quickly with your accuser while you are on the way to court with him, or your accuser may hand you over to the judge, and 
the judge to the guard, and you will be thrown into prison.  Truly I tell you, you will never get out until you have paid the last 
penny. 

You  have  heard  that  it  was  said,  ‘You  shell  not  commit  adultery.’    But  I  say  to  you  that  everyone  who  looks  at  a  woman  with  
lust has already committed adultery with her in his heart.  If your right eye causes you to sin, tear it out and throw it away; it 
is better for you to lose one of your members than for your whole body to be thrown into hell.  And if your right hand causes 
you to sin, cut it off and throw it away; it is better for you to lose one of your members that for your whole body to go into 
hell. 

It  was  also  said,  ‘Whoever  divorces  his  wife,  let  his  give  her  a  certificate  of  divorce.’    But  I  say  to you that anyone who 
divorces his wife, except on the ground of unchastity, causes her to commit adultery; and whoever marries a divorced woman 
commits adultery. 

Again,  you  have  heard  that  it  was  said  to  those  of  ancient  times,  ‘You  shell  not  swear  falsely,  but  carry  out  the  vows  you  
have  made  to  the  Lord.’    But  I  say  to  you,  ‘Do not swear at all, either by heaven, for it is the throne of God, or by the earth, 
for it is his footstool, or by Jerusalem, for it is the city of the great King.  And do not swear by your head, for you cannot 
make  one  hear  white  or  black.    Let  your  word  be  ‘Yes,  Yes’  or  ‘No,  No’; anything more than this comes from the evil one.’ 

You  have  heard  that  it  was  said,  ‘An  eye  for  an  eye  and  a  tooth  for  a  tooth’.    But  I  say  to  you:  ‘Do  not  resist  an evildoer. But 
if any one strikes you on the right cheek, turn the other also; and if anyone wants to sue you and take your coat, give your 
cloak as well; and if anyone forces you to go one mile, go also a second mile.  Give to everyone who begs from you, and do 
not refuse anyone who wants to borrow from you.  

    You have heard that it was  said,  ‘You  shall  love  your  neighbor  and  hate  your  enemy.’  But  I  say  to  you,  ‘Love your 
enemies and pray for those who persecute you, so that you may be children of your Father in heaven; for he makes his sun 
rise on the evil and on the good, and sends rain on the righteous and on the unrighteous. For if you love those who love you, 
what reward do you have? Do not even the tax collectors do the same? And if you greet only your brothers and sisters, what 
more are you doing than others? Do not even the Gentiles do the same? Be perfect, therefore, as your heavenly Father is 
perfect.
