THE GOSPEL ACCORDING TO MARK (16:2-8) 

   And very early on the first day of the week, when the sun had risen, they went to the tomb. 
They  had  been  saying  to  one  another,  “Who  will  roll  away  the  stone  for  us  from  the  entrance  to  
the   tomb?”  When   they   looked  up,   they  saw   that   the  stone,  which  was   very   large,  had  already 
been rolled back. As they entered the tomb, they saw a young man, dressed in a white robe, 
sitting  on  the  right  side;;  and  they  were  alarmed.  But  he  said  to  them,  “Do  not  be  alarmed;;  you  are  
looking for Jesus of Nazareth, who was crucified. He has been raised; he is not here. Look, there 
is the place they laid him. But go, tell his disciples and Peter that he is going ahead of you to 
Galilee;;  there  you  will  see  him,  just  as  he  told  you.”

4- The account should be in English; texts in Armenian will be accepted also.   
5- A  cover  page  with  submitter’s  name,  address,  E-mail, date of submission and signature. 
6- Libra-6 Productions, Inc.  reserves the right to accept or reject any submission and holds all rights to the published volumes. 
7- Please note: There is no deadline for submissions. The first volume will go to print when 500 pages are compiled. 

Subsequent volumes will follow similarly. The earlier the submission, the more chance it has to be printed in the next 
volume.
