ST. ILLUMINATOR CATHEDRAL’S BIBLE STUDY
PROGRAM BEGAN LAST NIGHT

Called “the most influential letter ever written,” St. Paul’s Letter to the
Romans is the focus of an eight week Bible study program at the St.
Illuminator’s Armenian Apostolic Cathedral, which began last night,
October 24, and will continue on subsequent Thursdays up to December
19. The Program is co-sponsored by the Cathedral and the Prelacy’s
Armenian Religious Education Council (AREC).

Rev. Fr. Mesrob Lakissian, pastor, opened the program with a prayer,
welcomed everyone, and introduced the speaker Deacon Shant
Kazanjian, Executive Director of AREC. After preliminaries, Dn. Shant
delved into the prologue of the letter to the Romans, discussing its basic
and distinctive elements compared to the common practice in that
== culture. He concluded by highlighting the main thesis of the letter
Shant Kazanjian summed up in two very terse and dense verses:

“For I am not ashamed of the gospel; it is the power of God for salvation to everyone who has faith, to the Jew first
and also to the Greek. For in it the righteousness of God is revealed through faith for faith; as it is written, ‘The one
who is righteous will live by faith.”” (Romans 1:16-17)

St. Paul will take the rest of the letter to argue and explicate this thesis statement.

A word of warning though: No one grasped by the powerful message of the Pauline Gospel enshrined in the letter
to the Romans remains unchanged.

HOME BLESSING

The practice of Home Blessing is a beautiful tradition which has been preserved for centuries by the
Armenians. Usually this ceremony is performed at Christmas and Easter, as well as before moving in a
newly built or bought house.

But what is the meaning of this practice would ask any inquisitive parishioner?

Visiting his parishioners at their homes is one of the sacred duties of a parish priest. The priest represents
the church. And he caries with him the whole church with her blessings and Sanctity to his parishioner’s
home which is expected to be modeled on the same church.

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FEAST OF THE DISCOVERY OF THE HOLY CROSS

This Sunday, October 27, the Armenian Church commemorates the Feast of the Discovery of the Holy
Cross (Giut Khatchi). Empress Helena, mother of Constantine and a devout Christian, wanted to find the
True Cross. She went to Golgotha (Calvary), which had become an obscure and neglected place.
According to some chronicles, it was an informed Jew named Juda who pointed out the location. After
excavation at the site, three wooden crosses were found. In order to identify the True Cross, the three
crosses were successively placed on the body of a youth who had just died. When one of the crosses was
placed on him, the young man came back to life. This was determined to be the True Cross. The
commemoration of this event take place on the Sunday closest to October 26, and can vary from
October 23 to 29.

Christ’s exact burial site was also located, and the Church of the Holy Sepulcher was built on that spot in
335. The church was destroyed by fire in 614 when the Persians invaded Jerusalem; it was subsequently
rebuilt. The current dome dates back to 1870. Three denominations (Armenian Orthodox, Greek
Orthodox, and Russian Orthodox) administer and maintain the church and surrounding grounds,
unfortunately not always harmoniously. Agreements strictly regulate times and places of worship for
each denomination. Ironically, for centuries a Muslim family has been the custodian of the keys to the
church, which is within the walled Old City of Jerusalem.
